Section 2-Terms and Conditions of the Contract

2.00-Scope of the Contract

The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet Division of Purchases issues this solicitation on behalf of Highway
District 1 to award a master agreement contract for: Rental of Portable Toilets for I-24 Weigh Stations

2.01-Contract Components and Order of Precedence

The Commonwealth’s acceptance of the offer indicated by the issuance of an Award by the KYTC
Division of Purchases shall create a valid Master Agreement consisting of the following:

1.    The written Master Agreement between the Parties;
2.    Any Addenda to the Solicitation;
3.    Any provisions of the Solicitation and all attachments thereto;
4.    The Bidder’s response to the Solicitation, and
5.    The Kentucky Revised Statutes KRS 45A.
 
In the event of an inconsistency between provisions of the solicitation, the inconsistency shall be resolved
by giving precedence in the following order: (a) the Specifications; (b) other provisions of the Solicitation,
whether incorporated by reference or otherwise; (c) Contract or Master Agreement Terms and Conditions;
(d) FAP 110-10-00 – General Conditions and Instructions for Solicitations and Contracts.

2.02-Initial Contract Period

The Master Agreement will be for the initial period upon award and will expire June 30, 2021.

2.03-Optional Renewal Period

This Master Agreement may be extended at the completion of the initial contract period for four (4)
additional one-year periods. This extension must have the written approval of the vendor and the KYTC
Division of Purchases. The Commonwealth of Kentucky reserves the right to renegotiate any terms and/
or conditions as may be necessary to meet requirements for the extended period. The vendor will be
advised of any proposed revisions prior to the renewal periods. In the event proposed revisions cannot
be agreed upon, either party shall have the right to withdraw without prejudice from either exercising the
option or continuing the contract in an extended period.

2.04-Divisions/Agencies to Be Served
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This contract shall be for use by the following Divisions/Agencies of the Kentucky Transportation Cabinet:

District 1

No shipments or services are authorized until an official Delivery Order has been fully processed by an
authorized agency.

2.05-Quantity Basis of Contract

Any and all quantities mentioned in this solicitation are purely estimates, and are not to be implied nor
inferred as being guarantees. The State is obligated to buy only that quantity needed by its agencies
during the term of the contract. Requirements may exceed the quantities shown and the contractor will be
required to furnish all requirements shown on Delivery Orders dated during the life of the contract.

2.06-Exception to Required Use of Contract

The establishment of this Master Agreement is not intended to preclude the use of similar products
when requested by the agency. The Commonwealth of Kentucky reserves the right to acquire large
requirements through other competitive processes.

2.07-Basis of Price Revisions

PRICE ADJUSTMENTS: Unless otherwise specified, the prices established by the Master Agreement
shall be firm for the contract period subject to the following:

A. Price Increases: A price increase will not be allowed during the first twelve (12) months of the contract.
Only one price increase will be allowed during the contract period. The price increase must be based on
industry wide price changes. The contract holder must request in writing a price increase at least thirty
(30) days prior to the effective date, and shall provide firm proof that the price increase(s) is justified. The
KYTC Division of Purchases may request additional information or justification. If the price increase is
denied, the contract holder may withdraw from the contract without prejudice upon written notice and
approval by the KYTC Division of Purchases. Notice of withdrawal must be provided a minimum of forty-
five (45) days prior to the effective date however the vendor must continue service at the contract prices
until a new contract can be established (usually within sixty (60) days).

B. Price Decreases: The contract price shall be reduced to reflect any industry wide price decreases. The
contract holder is required to furnish the KYTC Division of Purchases with notice of any price decreases
as soon as such decreases are available.

C. Extended Contract Periods: If the contract provides for an optional renewal period, a price adjustment
may be granted at the time the contract is renewed, subject to price increase justification as required “A.
Price Increases”. One (1) additional price increase may be granted during the extended contract period.
This price increase will not be allowed during the first six (6) months of the extended contract period and
will be subject to the conditions in “A” above.

2.08-Addition or Deletion of Items or Services

The KYTC Division of Purchases reserves the right to add new and similar items, with the consent of the
vendor, to the contract. If an addition is agreeable to both parties, the KYTC Division of Purchases will
issue a Modification. Until such time as the vendor receives a Modification, the vendor shall not accept
Delivery Orders from any agency referencing such items or services.

2.09-Changes and Modifications to the Contract

During the period of the contract, a modification shall not be permitted in any of its conditions and
specifications, unless the contractor receives electronic or written approval from the KYTC Division of
Purchases. If the contractor finds at any time that existing conditions make modification in requirements
necessary, the contractor shall report the matter promptly to the KYTC Division of Purchases for
consideration and decision. All contract modifications shall be subject to the provisions of 200 KAR 5:311.

2.10-Reduction in Contract Worker Hours/Employee Furlough
 
The Kentucky General Assembly may allow for a reduction in contract worker hours in conjunction with a
budget balancing measure for some professional and non-professional service contracts. If under such
authority the agency is required by Executive Order or otherwise to reduce contract hours, the contract
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will be reduced by the amount specified in that document. The reduction of hours may be applicable to
those contract workers that provide a service in state government buildings on a regularly scheduled
basis, such as janitorial, security guard, mailing services, and food services. These services will be
reduced in hours only in those circumstances where the buildings will be closed. A notification will be sent
to the contract holder in advance of any scheduled reduction in contract hours.
 
2.11-Basis of Shipment

Quotations of unit prices on this solicitation shall be F.O.B. Destination Freight Prepaid and Allowed to the
receiving agency. The vendor shall be fully responsible for all shipments and freight charges involved to
the ordering agency. The responsibility for filing freight claims lies with the vendor.

2.12-Notices

2.14-Inspection

All supplies, equipment and services shall be subject to inspection or tests by the Commonwealth prior
to acceptance. In the event supplies, equipment or services are defective in material or workmanship or
otherwise not in conformity with specified requirements, the Commonwealth shall have the right to reject
the items or services or require acceptable correction at the vendor’s expense.

2.15-Invoices

Invoices, if required, shall be prepared and transmitted to the agency receiving the goods or services.
One copy shall be marked "original" unless otherwise specified. Each invoice shall contain at least the
following information:

2.16-Payments

The vendor shall be paid, upon the submission of proper invoices to the receiving agency at the prices
stipulated for the supplies delivered and accepted, or services rendered. Unless otherwise specified,
payment will not be made for partial deliveries accepted.

penalty payment of one percent (1%) per month shall be added to the amount due the vendor for each full
or partial month that the payment exceeds 30 working days.

2.17-Vendor’s Report

The vendor(s) may be asked to furnish the KYTC Division of Purchases, a report showing volume which
has been sold to the Commonwealth and its using agencies each six (6) months of the contract period.
The report will include political subdivisions and university purchases. This report may be the vendor’s
computer printout sheet or form. This shall apply to all items, which are to become a part of this contract.
This report must reference usage by brief description, product number or other format designated by the
KYTC Division of Purchases. \

2.18-Post Contract Agreements

The Master Agreement shall represent the entire agreement between the parties. Prior negotiations,
representations, or agreements, either written or oral, between the parties hereto relating to the subject
matter hereof shall be of no effect upon this contract. Unless, contractually provided, the Commonwealth
shall not be required to enter into nor sign further agreements, leases, company orders or other
documents to complete or initiate the terms of the contract. Any such documents so obtained will be non-
binding on the State and be cause for breach of contract.

2.19-Subcontracts
 
The contractor is permitted to make subcontract(s) with any other party for furnishing any of the work or
services herein. The contractor shall be solely responsible for performance of the entire contract whether
or not subcontractors are used. The Commonwealth shall not be involved in the relationship between
the prime contractor and the subcontractor. Any issues that arise as a result of this relationship shall be
resolved by the prime contractor.
 
All references to the contractor shall be construed to encompass both the contractor and any
subcontractors of the contractor.
 
The vendor shall notify the Commonwealth of any planned use of subcontractors in regards to the
resulting contract. If the KYTC Division of Purchases is provided evidence of the vendor making such an
arrangement without submitting the proper information prior to use of the subcontractor, the contract may
be cancelled immediately.
 
All payments will be made directly to the contracted vendor. It is the vendor’s responsibility to make
payment to the subcontract. Payments shall not be made to the subcontractor by the Commonwealth.
Subcontractors having nonpayment issues that could not be resolved with the Vendor, should report in
detail these incidents to the buyer of record for this solicitation.
 
The Vendor shall ensure that all contractors or subcontractors comply with all applicable Federal, State,
and Local laws, regulation, mandates, and terms of this solicitation and resulting contract.
 
2.20-Service Performance

All services performed under contract shall be in accordance with the terms and conditions of the
contract. It will be the agency’s responsibility to ensure that such services rendered are performed and
are acceptable.

The relationship between the State and the Contractor is that of client and independent Contractor. No
agent, employee, or servant of the Contractor or any of its subcontractors shall be or shall be deemed to
be an employee, agent, or servant of the State for any reason. The Contractor will be solely and entirely
responsible for its acts and the acts of its agents, employees, servants and subcontractors during the
performance of this Contract.

Deviations of services performed will not be made without the written approval of the KYTC Division
of Purchases. Problems that arise under any aspect of performance should first be resolved between
the vendor and the agency. If such problems and/or disagreements cannot be resolved they should be
referred to the KYTC Division of Purchases for mediation.
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2.21-Assignment

The vendor shall not assign this Master Agreement in whole or in part to another vendor at any time
during the initial or optional renewal terms of the contract, without the consent, guidance and approval
of the Commonwealth. Any assignment hereunder entered into, subsequent to the execution of the
contract with the prime vendor, must be annotated and approved by the Commonwealth. Any purported
assignment without this consent shall be null and void.

2.22-Ethics Compliance

Contractor certifies that contractor and its employees will not offer or provide gifts to KYTC employees
in excess of $25.00 in any single calendar year as defined in KRS 11A.045 (1) and KYTC General
Administration and Personnel Policy GAP-808. Moreover, contractor certifies that contractor and its
employees will not offer any ticket to a sporting event to a KYTC employee without being reimbursed the
face value amount for said ticket as defined in KRS 11A.045 (2).

It is agreed and understood that non-compliance with the above provisions may result in the suspension
of vendor procurement participation, contract termination, and/or debarment.

2.23-Termination of Contracts

A contract may be terminated for default by the vendor, for the convenience of the Commonwealth, or for
lack of appropriation in accordance with 200 KAR 5:312.

2.24-Endorsements

The Contractor shall not refer to the Award of Contract in commercial advertising in such a manner as to
state or imply that the firm or its services are endorsed or preferred by the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

2.25-Registration with the Secretary of State by a Foreign Entity      

Pursuant to KRS 45A.480(1)(b), an agency, department, office, or political subdivision of the
Commonwealth of Kentucky shall not award a state contract to a person that is a foreign entity required
by KRS 14A.9-010 to obtain a certificate of authority to transact business in the Commonwealth
(“certificate”) from the Secretary of State under KRS 14A.9-030.

For all foreign entities required to obtain a certificate of authority to transact business in the
Commonwealth, if a copy of the certificate is not received within the time specified by the Division of
Purchases, the foreign entity’s solicitation response may be deemed non-responsive. If the foreign entity
is not required to obtain a certificate as provided in KRS 14A.9-010, the foreign entity should identify the
applicable exception in its solicitation response. Foreign entity is defined within KRS 14A.1-070.

Vendors are required to remain in active and good standing during the life of the contract.

2.26-Discrimination

Discrimination (because of race, religion, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity,
age, or disability) is prohibited. This section applies only to contracts utilizing federal funds, in whole or in
part. During the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees as follows:

1. The contractor will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because
of race, religion, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity or age. The contractor
further agrees to comply with the provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), Public Law
101-336, and applicable federal regulations relating thereto prohibiting discrimination against otherwise
qualified disabled individuals under any program or activity. The contractor agrees to provide, upon
request, needed reasonable accommodations. The contractor will take affirmative action to ensure that
applicants are employed and that employees are treated during employment without regard to their race,
religion, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, age or disability. Such action shall
include, but not be limited to the following; employment, upgrading, demotion or transfer; recruitment or
recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms of compensations; and selection
for training, including apprenticeship. The contractor agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to
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employees and applicants for employment, notices setting forth the provisions of this non-discrimination
clause.

2. The contractor will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the
contractor, state that all qualified applicants will receive consideration for employment without regard to
race, religion, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, gender identity, age or disability.

3. The contractor will send to each labor union or representative of workers with which he has a collective
bargaining agreement or other contract or understanding, a notice advising the said labor union or
workers' representative of the contractor's commitments under this section, and shall post copies of the
notice in conspicuous places available to employees and applicants for employment. The contractor will
take such action with respect to any subcontract or purchase order as the administering agency may
direct as a means of enforcing such provisions, including sanctions for noncompliance.

4. The contractor will comply with all provisions of Executive Order No. 11246 of September 24, 1965 as
amended, and of the rules, regulations and relevant orders of the Secretary of Labor.

5. The contractor will furnish all information and reports required by Executive Order No. 11246 of
September 24, 1965, as amended, and by the rules, regulations and orders of the Secretary of Labor,
or pursuant thereto, and will permit access to his books, records and accounts by the administering
agency and the Secretary of Labor for purposes of investigation to ascertain compliance with such rules,
regulations and orders.

6. In the event of the contractor's noncompliance with the nondiscrimination clauses of this contract or
with any of the said rules, regulations or orders, this contract may be cancelled, terminated or suspended
in whole or in part and the contractor may be declared ineligible for further government contracts or
federally-assisted construction contracts in accordance with procedures authorized in Executive Order
No. 11246 of September 24, 1965, as amended, and such other sanctions may be imposed and remedies
invoked as provided in or as otherwise provided by law.

7. The contractor will include the provisions of paragraphs (1) through (7) of section 202 of Executive
Order 11246 in every subcontract or purchase order unless exempted by rules, regulations or orders
of the Secretary of Labor, issued pursuant to section 204 of Executive Order No. 11246 of September
24, 1965, as amended, so that such provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor or vendor. The
contractor will take such action with respect to any subcontract or purchase order as the administering
agency may direct as a means of enforcing such provisions including sanctions for noncompliance;
provided, however, that in the event a contractor becomes involved in, or is threatened with, litigation
with a subcontractor or vendor as a result of such direction by the agency, the contractor may request the
United States to enter into such litigation to protect the interests of the United States.

2.27-Kentucky Sales and Use Taxes

Sales of tangible personal property or services to the State of Kentucky and its agencies are not subject
to state sales or use taxes.

2.28-Extension Period

This contract may be extended at the termination of all contract renewal periods for additional time not
to exceed 90 days. This extension must be accompanied by the written approval of the vendor and the
Division of Purchases

2.29-Extension to Other Agencies

The Division of Purchases reserves the right, with the consent of the vendor, to offer this master
agreement to other state agencies who may have need for the product(s) and/or service(s). Each state
agency must obtain prior approval from the Finance Cabinet Office of Procurement Services.

If Contracts are used by state agencies other than the Transportation Cabinet, such responsibilities
will be assumed by the user agency. All billing and payments for materials/services purchased from an
agreement will be directly between the user agencies and Vendors.
 
2.30-Extension to Political Subdivisions
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The Division of Purchases reserves the right, with the consent of the vendor, to offer this master
agreement to political subdivisions and local government entities who may have need for the product(s)
and/or service(s). Prior approval from the Finance Cabinet is not required.

If Contracts are used by political subdivisions, such responsibilities will be assumed by the user agency.
All billing and payments for materials/services purchased from an agreement will be directly between the
user agencies and Vendors.
 
2.31-Access to Records

The contractor, as defined in KRS 45A.030 (9) agrees that the contracting agency, the Finance and
Administration Cabinet, the Auditor of Public Accounts, and the Legislative Research Commission, or
their duly authorized representatives, shall have access to any books, documents, papers, records, or
other evidence, which are directly pertinent to this contract for the purpose of financial audit or program
review. Records and other prequalification information confidentially disclosed as part of the bid process
shall not be deemed as directly pertinent to the contract and shall be exempt from disclosure as provided
in KRS 61.878(1)(c). The contractor also recognizes that any books, documents, papers, records, or
other evidence, received during a financial audit or program review shall be subject to the Kentucky Open
Records Act, KRS 61.870 to 61.884.

2.32-Records Retention

The Finance and Administration Cabinet may inspect the place of business of the Vendor or any sub
Vendor under the master Agreement contract awarded or to be awarded by the Commonwealth. In
accordance with KRS 45A.150, the Finance and Administration Cabinet may audit the books and records
of any person who has submitted cost or pricing data under KRS 45A.120 at any time until three years
from the date of final payment under the prime contract, and by any subcontractor for a period of three
years from the date of final payment under the subcontract. Such books and records shall be maintained
by the contractor for a period of three years from the date of final payment under the contract and by
any subcontractor for a period of three years from the date of final payment under the subcontract. The
Finance and Administration Cabinet shall be entitled to audit the books and records of a contractor or any
subcontractor under any negotiated contract or subcontract other than a firm fixed-price type contract,
provided, however, that this provision shall not limit the right to audit stated above. Such books and
records shall be maintained by the contractor for a period of three years from the date of final payment
under the prime contract and by the subcontractor for a period of three years from the date of final
payment under the subcontract. The contractor shall place such the same audit requirement in any
agreement it may have with a subcontractor under this contract.

2.33-Governing Law   

This Contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth
of Kentucky and any litigation with respect to this Contract shall be brought in state or federal court in
Franklin County, Kentucky in accordance with KRS 45A.

In the event of any conflicts between the specifications, terms and conditions
indicated by the Commonwealth and those indicated by the contractor, those of the Commonwealth take
precedence. The contract supersedes all bids or other prior agreements, oral or written, and all other
communications between the parties relating to this subject.

3.09-Specifications

This solicitation specifies requested items. It is not the intention of this solicitation to eliminate vendors
or manufacturers of similar or equal equipment of the types specified. It should be noted, however, that
these requested items are written around specific needs of State agencies. The Commonwealth reserves
the right to consider bids non-responsive if they do not comply with the specifications contained herein.

3.10-Exceptions to Specifications

Vendors are cautioned that changes made to the solicitation other than in the designated fields for
response shall render the response invalid and result in a non-responsive bid. Otherwise, it will be
considered that items offered are in strict compliance with these specifications, and the successful bidder
shall be held responsible for delivering materials that meet these specifications. Any exceptions shall be
marked as such within the body of the bid and explained on a separate page. The Commonwealth is not
bound to accept any exceptions.

3.11-Alternate Brands/Specifications

Unless otherwise specified, brands and specifications referenced in this solicitation are meant to establish
a minimum standard of quality only. Bidders may bid brands/specifications they consider to be equal
by specifying the brand(s)/specifications and inserting the brand name(s), model number(s), etc. on
which they are bidding. Bids offering “equal” products/specifications will be considered for award if such
products are clearly identified in the bid and are determined by the State to meet or exceed fully the
minimum essential specifications and salient characteristics referenced in the Solicitation. Bids that
contain products/specifications that fail to meet the minimum essential requirements shall be deemed
non-responsive.

Bidders who propose alternate brands/specifications should enclose descriptive literature with their bids
so that the equality can be verified. Failure to enclose sufficient literature may result in a non-responsive
bid. If the brands are not changed, the contract will be written accordingly and the successful bidder shall
be required to deliver the brands/specifications stated in the solicitation.

3.12-Equipment

Unless otherwise indicated in the bid, it is understood and agreed that any item offered or shipped on
this bid shall be new and the latest or current model year and be in first class condition. Any unit failing to
meet the foregoing requirements shall be returned to the contractor, at their expense, and replaced with a
new unit.

The Commonwealth recognizes rapid advancement of technology. If the bidder can provide new
equipment of advanced technology after the award of contract, the Commonwealth and bidder may
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choose by mutual agreement to install such equipment. The price of the new technology equipment
cannot exceed the cost of the award contract.

4.01-Cancellation of This Solicitation

In accordance with KRS 45A.105, this Solicitation may be canceled at any time and for any reason, or all
bids rejected, if it is determined in writing that such action is in the best interest of the Commonwealth.
Receipt of an offer by the Commonwealth or submission of a bid to the Commonwealth confers no rights
upon the Offeror nor obligates the Commonwealth in any manner. RFB cancellations will be posted to
the e-Procurement web site at https://emars311.ky.gov Click Advanced Search, Under Status Select
Cancelled from the dropdown, and click Go.

4.02-Waiver of Minor Irregularities

In accordance with KAR 5:306, the Commonwealth reserves the right to request clarification of bid
responses and/or waive minor irregularities in bids providing such action is in the best interest of the
Commonwealth.

Where the Commonwealth may waive minor irregularities, such waiver shall in no way modify the
RFB requirements or excuse the Offeror from full compliance with the RFB specifications and other
requirements if the Offeror is awarded the contract.

4.03-Prohibitions of Certain Conflicts of Interest

In accordance with KRS 45A.340, the contractor represents and warrants, and the Commonwealth relies
upon such representation and warranty, that it presently has no interest and shall not acquire any interest,
direct or indirect, which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of the contract. The
contractor further represents and warrants that in the performance of the contract, no person, including
any subcontractor, having any such interest shall be employed.

In accordance with KRS 45A.340 and KRS 11A.040 (4), the contractor agrees that it shall not knowingly
allow any official or employee of the Commonwealth who exercises any function or responsibility in the
review or approval of the undertaking or carrying out of this contract to voluntarily acquire any ownership
interest, direct or indirect, in the company prior to the completion of the contract.

4.04-Violations of Kentucky Revised Statutes

Pursuant to KRS 45A.485, contractors are required to reveal final determinations of violation of certain
statutes incurred within the last five years and be in continuous compliance with those statutes during the
contract. Where applicable, the vendor is required to complete and submit Report of Prior Violations of
Tax and Employment Laws.

4.05-Protest
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Pursuant to KRS 45A.285, the Secretary of the Finance and Administration Cabinet, or his designee,
shall have authority to determine protests and other controversies of actual or prospective Offerors in
connection with the solicitations or selection for award of a contract.

Any actual or prospective Offeror or Contractor, who is aggrieved in connection with solicitation or
selection for award of a contract, may file a protest with the Secretary of the Finance and Administration
Cabinet. A protest or notice of other controversy must be filed promptly and in any event within two (2)
calendar weeks after such aggrieved person knows or should have known of the facts giving rise thereto
(See Section 3.07—E-Procurement Award Notification). All protests or notices of other controversies must
be in writing and shall be addressed to:

Section 5-RFB Evaluation Criteria

Section 5.00-Method of Award

Best Value-Ranking Approach

The Commonwealth intends to award a Contract to the Vendor, whose offer, conforming to the
Solicitation, is the most advantageous on the basis of "best value" for all products, services, and
requirements contained herein.

Award will be based on evaluation by item.

An evaluation committee, or a designated individual, will evaluate the information provided by the Vendor
in response to the established measurable criteria contained in the Solicitation.

A bidder shall submit one (1) response to a solicitation and shall not propose more than one (1) model/
brand for each item listed in the solicitation, except for requested tier pricing. Multiple or alternate bids
offering more than one (1) bid price in total or by line item shall be rejected.

Past Vendor Performance may be considered in the award of this Contract. Vendors with a record
of poor performance in the last 12 months may be found non-responsible and ineligible for award.

Price

The bidder with the lowest Price receives the maximum score. The bidder with the next lowest Price
receives points by dividing the lowest Price by the next lowest price and multiplying that percentage by
the available points. For example, 95 points is allocated to the lowest Price criteria for this procurement,
Bidder “A” bids $3.00 as the lowest bidder and receives the maximum 95 points ($3.00 / $3.00 = 1.00
x 95 = 95). Assume Bidder “B” is the next lowest bidder at $4.00, then “B” receives 71.3 points ($3.00 /
$4.00) = .75 x 95 = 71.25).

Section 5.01-Preferences

Best Value scoring is subject to Reciprocal preference for Kentucky resident bidders and Preferences for
a Qualified Bidder or the Department of Corrections, Division of Prison Industries (KAR 200 5:410).
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KRS 45A.490 Definitions for KRS 45A.490 to 45A.494.
As used in KRS 45A.490 to 45A.494:
(1) "Contract" means any agreement of a public agency, including grants and orders, for the purchase or
disposal of supplies, services, construction, or any other item; and
(2) "Public agency" has the same meaning as in KRS 61.805.
 
KRS 45A.492 Legislative declarations.
The General Assembly declares:
(1) A public purpose of the Commonwealth is served by providing preference to Kentucky residents in
contracts by public agencies; and
(2) Providing preference to Kentucky residents equalizes the competition with other states that provide
preference to their residents.
 
KRS 45A.494 Reciprocal preference to be given by public agencies to resident bidders -- List of
states -- Administrative regulations.
(1) Prior to a contract being awarded to the lowest responsible and responsive bidder on a contract
by a public agency, a resident bidder of the Commonwealth shall be given a preference against a
nonresident bidder registered in any state that gives or requires a preference to bidders from that state.
The preference shall be equal to the preference given or required by the state of the nonresident bidder.
(2) A resident bidder is an individual, partnership, association, corporation, or other business entity that,
on the date the contract is first advertised or announced as available for bidding:
(a) Is authorized to transact business in the Commonwealth; and
(b) Has for one (1) year prior to and through the date of the advertisement, filed Kentucky corporate
income taxes, made payments to the Kentucky unemployment insurance fund established in KRS
341.490, and maintained a Kentucky workers' compensation policy in effect.
(3) A nonresident bidder is an individual, partnership, association, corporation, or other business entity
that does not meet the requirements of subsection (2) of this section.
(4) If a procurement determination results in a tie between a resident bidder and a nonresident bidder,
preference shall be given to the resident bidder.
(5) This section shall apply to all contracts funded or controlled in whole or in part by a public agency.
(6) The Finance and Administration Cabinet shall maintain a list of states that give to or require a
preference for their own resident bidders, including details of the preference given to such bidders, to be
used by public agencies in determining resident bidder preferences. The cabinet shall also promulgate
administrative regulations in accordance with KRS Chapter 13A establishing the procedure by which the
preferences required by this section shall be given.
(7) The preference for resident bidders shall not be given if the preference conflicts with federal law.
(8) Any public agency soliciting or advertising for bids for contracts shall make KRS 45A.490 to 45A.494
part of the solicitation or advertisement for bids.
 
The reciprocal preference as described in KRS 45A.490-494 above shall be applied in accordance
with 200 KAR 5:400.
Determining the residency of a bidder for purposes of applying a reciprocal preference
Any individual, partnership, association, corporation, or other business entity claiming resident bidder
status shall submit along with its response the attached Required Affidavit for Bidders, Offerors,
and Contractors Claiming Resident Bidder Status. The BIDDING AGENCY reserves the right to
request documentation supporting a bidder’s claim of resident bidder status. Failure to provide such
documentation upon request shall result in disqualification of the bidder or contract termination.

A nonresident bidder shall submit, along with its response, its certificate of authority to transact business
in the Commonwealth as filed with the Commonwealth of Kentucky, Secretary of State. The location of
the principal office indentified therein shall be deemed the state of residency for that bidder. If the bidder
is not required by law to obtain said certificate, the state of residency for that bidder shall be deemed to
be that which is identified in its mailing address as provided in its bid.

Preferences for a Qualified Bidder or the Department of Corrections, Division of Prison Industries
(KAR 200 5:410).
Pursuant to 200 KAR 5:410, and KRS 45A.470, Kentucky Correctional Industries will receive a preference
equal to twenty (20) percent of the maximum points awarded to a bidder in a solicitation. In addition, the
following “qualified bidders” will receive a preference equal to fifteen (15) percent of the maximum points
awarded to a bidder in a solicitation: Kentucky Industries for the Blind, any nonprofit corporation that
furthers the purposes of KRS Chapter 163 and any qualified nonprofit agencies for individuals with severe
disabilities as defined in KRS 45A.465(3). Other than Kentucky Industries for the Blind, a bidder claiming
“qualified bidder” status shall submit along with its response to the solicitation a notarized affidavit which
affirms that it meets the requirements to be considered a qualified bidder- affidavit form included. If
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requested, failure to provide documentation to a public agency proving qualified bidder status may result
in disqualification of the bidder or contract termination.
